ABSTRACT

Vatamaniuk N.Yu. Principles of transformation of intra-quarter spaces of
historical cities (the case of Chernivtsi). — Qualifying research paper (manuscript).

The introduction substantiates the relevance of the topic, defines the relationship
with scientific programs, formulates the purpose, objectives and methods of research,
identifies scientific research results, their practical significance and provides
information on implementation, testing of research results, list of publications, structure
and scope of work.

In the first section «Theoretical foundations of the study of intra-quarter
spaces of historic cities» were analyzed and generalized the concepts of historic city
and urban environment, identified their architectural and urban value. The scientific
literature on the basis of basic domestic and foreign researches is considered. The
concepts of intra-quarter space and yard, as well as their role in the urban structure of
historic cities are defined. An explanation of the term «transformation» in architecture is
given. The general problems of intra-quarter spaces are described. Analyzed
architectural and planning solutions for the transformation of backyards in the historic
quarters of European cities (Austria, Hungary, Germany, the Czech Republic and
Poland), as well as domestic examples - in Lviv, Odesa, Kyiv, Chernivtsi and
Chernihiv.

In subsection 1.1 «The value of the urban environment of historic cities» raised
the issue of the value of the urban environment of historic cities and identified criteria
for its analysis: scientific and cognitive, memorial, artistic and aesthetic and socio-
economic. Historic cities and urban areas are spatial structures that express the
evolution of society and its cultural identity. The term «urban environment» was
considered as a spatial-material structure, functional space and object of management.

Intra-quarter spaces have been found to be an integral part of the human «environment»
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and include natural, material and social objects and phenomena that are further explored
for the full disclosure of the term «intra-quarter space».

In subsection 1.2 «Review of scientific literature and definition of intra-quarter
spaces» analyzes domestic and foreign studies covering various fields: the basics of
urban planning, the principles of modern city development and the specifics of urban
life; reconstruction of historic cities and urban environment; analysis of historical urban
landscapes and panoramas; architectural environment design; study of intra-quarter
spaces and yards; preservation of UNESCO World Heritage sites and protection of
cultural heritage; study of the problems of historical cities; visual perception of the
urban environment.

The scientific literature is analyzed and the term «intra-quarter space» is defined,
which is an independent, complex-functional structure that provides communication:
residential building — yard space — urban areas. The yards in the urban structure of the
quarters are characterized and some types of spaces that are found in historic cities are
given: yard-well, passage yard, passage, atrium, kurdoner. The concept of the term
«transformationy is defined, which implies a qualitative transformation of the historical
environment of the courtyards and changes in context. The main problems of forming a
comfortable environment of the intra-quarter territories of historical cities are described.

In subsection 1.3 «Analysis of foreign and Ukrainian examples of the
arrangement of intra-quarter spaces» an analysis of foreign and Ukrainian experience in
the transformation of intra-quarter spaces and yards. Competitive works, architectural
projects and works on yard transformation in Austria, Hungary, Germany, the Czech
Republic and Poland are analyzed, and the functional zoning of these spaces is
described. The domestic experience of transformation of intra-quarter spaces and yards
in Lviv, Odesa, Kyiv, Chernivtsi and Chernihiv are analyzed. Urban programs,
municipal projects in Vienna (Austria), Budapest (Hungary), Katowice (Poland), Lviv
and Odesa (Ukraine) were studied. This revealed that the transformation of intra-quarter
spaces and courtyards is a system of values of architectural and urban heritage, specific
to a particular place and time, which directly affects the forms of preservation and

reproduction of the historic environment.
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In the second section «Methods of research of intra-quarter spaces of
historical cities» separate approaches and components for studying of intra-quarter
spaces are investigated. Theoretical, empirical and applied methods of study and
analysis of intra-quarter space are described. The main problems of pre-project analysis
of yards are revealed. The method of complex analysis of intra-quarter spaces is created
and the method of harmonization of city spaces is described.

In subsection 2.1 «Approaches to the study of historic cities and intra-quarter
spaces» analyzes different approaches to the study of urban areas and intra-quarter
spaces. The structure of intra-quarter spaces is described with the help of four
components: natural, material, cultural-informational and socio-anthropological.

In subsection 2.2 «Methods of research of intra-quarter spaces in the urban
environmenty» describes the theoretical, empirical and applied methods that were used in
the study. The main directions for pre-project analysis of intra-quarter spaces are
described and nine stages of pre-project research are given. Methods of sociological
analysis of the territory by means of perception of urban space in motion and creation of
mental maps are considered.

In subsection 2.3 «Integrated research methodology of intra-quarter spaces»
describes the research methodology based on an integrated approach. According to it,
four blocks of research (structural-morphological, structural-functional, artistic-
compositional and semantic, evolutionary-genetic) were combined, which together
characterize the content and structure of a comprehensive study of intra-quarter spaces.
The method of harmonization for the preservation of existing architectural and
landscape objects was also described.

In the third section «Characteristics of the intra-quarter spaces of the historic
city of Chernivtsi» describes the historical and urban development of Chernivtsi. Intra-
quarter spaces by morphological structure, typological features and functional zoning
are analyzed. The interrelation of the functions of intra-quarter spaces, as well as their
combination with each other, is described.

In subsection 3.1 «Features of historical and urban development of Chernivtsi»

discusses the stages of historical development of Chernivtsi, analyzes the literature,
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archival sources and cartographic materials and identifies five stages of urban
development of the historic center. The historical reference with the description of
cartographic materials (fragments of plans of the city of Chernivtsi of 1854, 1874, 1888
and 1911) is given.

In subsection 3.2 «Urban structure and typological classification of intra-quarter
spaces of Chernivtsi» reveals typological features of intra-quarter spaces and yards,
taking into account the historical urban structure. It is determined that the intra-quarter
environment includes: space (courtyards), vertical surfaces (facades), land architecture
(relief), courtyards, landscaping, small architectural forms and street lighting. It is
analyzed that intra-quarter spaces have the following features: subject-spatial, planning,
compositional-spatial and aesthetic. Intra-quarter spaces are divided into separate spaces
(yards, communications) and groups of interconnected spaces of the quarter. According
to the subject-spatial structure, the yards are divided into main (traditional) and special.
According to the plan, intra-quarter spaces are divided: by size; by configuration; by
building density; by vertical closure; by the nature of the relief. Communications or
access to the neighborhood spaces are divided: through an arch, between buildings,
through a porch or apartment, from a balcony or gallery. It is established that the factors
of expression (means of expression, conditions of perception, emotionally important
properties and subjects of perception) become the object of compositional-spatial and
aesthetic organization.

In subsection 3.3 «Functional zoning and current state of the intra-quarter spaces
of the city of Chernivtsi» identified and analyzed the intra-quarter spaces and yards by
functional purpose through a comprehensive assessment of the territory, socio-
economic and demographic situation. Yard spaces are classified according to the
principle of functional content: monofunctional and multifunctional spaces. The
classification of functional zones of intra-quarter public spaces by social significance is
formed: administrative, office, residential, trade, restaurant, cultural, educational,
medical, sports, recreational, religious, industrial and economic. It is concluded about

the relationship of different functions of the yard in the form of the ratio of their
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characteristics and use. The current state of the intra-quarter spaces of the city of
Chernivtsi is described.

In the fourth section «Principles of transformation of intra-quarter spaces»
presents and describes the architectural and urban planning principles and directions of
transformation of intra-quarter spaces of Chernivtsi. The method of research and
methods of transformation of intra-quarter spaces for the historical center are
generalized. Recommendations and examples of transformed intra-quarter spaces and
yards of the city of Chernivtsi are offered.

In subsection 4.1 «Principles and directions of transformation of intra-quarter
spaces» formulates five principles of transformation of intra-quarter spaces: the
principle of sustainable development, the principle of multifunctionality, the principle
of integration into the historical environment, the principle of visual comfort and the
principle of participation of the residents.

The principle of sustainable development involves the identification and
preservation in the process of design and transformation of sustainable elements of the
architectural and landscape environment of courtyards, as well as creating conditions for
harmonious coexistence of old and new urban fragments of the historic city.

The principle of participation of the residents of the yards involves the
involvement of residents in the process of updating the architectural and landscape
environment of the intra-quarter spaces at all stages, including analysis, design,
investment policy and transformation itself.

The principle of multifunctionality with dynamic connections indicates that in the
transformation of intra-quarter space it is necessary to create conditions for its normal
functioning as a full-fledged element of the city. The controversial task of preserving
the historical heritage in the conditions of concentration and development of city-wide
functions involves the creation of a functionally filled yard with rich cultural and
recreational content.

The principle of contextual integration into the historical environment is to
harmoniously incorporate new architectural objects into the fabric of the city or to

transform the space of courtyards taking into account the context of the existing
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historical environment. This principle means that design and research work is carried
out only under the conditions of variant individual design in order to preserve and
develop the historical qualities of the intra-quarter environment.

The principle of visual comfort provides a large-scale human intra-quarter
environment that meets the requirements of aesthetic visual comfort. It is determined by
a sensible choice of color scheme of facades, variety and contextuality of textures of
materials that will be used for paving, landscaping, decoration of yards and the choice
of lighting design.

Based on the formulated principles, the following areas of transformation of the
historic intra-quarter space were identified: museification, restoration, rehabilitation,
revaluation, regeneration, sanitation, revitalization, renovation (temporary adaptation),
renovation, theatricalization, radical reconstruction or new construction.

In subsection 4.2 «Architectural and urban planning methods of transformation of
intra-quarter spaces» describes the research methodology, which is divided into three
stages, each of which solves a set of tasks: acquaintance with the source materials for
the study of intra-quarter spaces; full-scale acquaintance with the object of research
(photo fixation, measurements, etc.); analytical part of work on development of the
corresponding concept of transformation of intra-quarter space by means of such
methods of transformation: compositional adaptation, stylistic adaptation, decorative
adaptation, associative (figurative-symbolic adaptation), coloristic adaptation and
typological adaptation.

In subsection 4.3 «Recommendations and concepts of transformation of intra-
quarter spaces of Chernivtsi» three quarters in the historical center of the city of
Chernivtsi are selected and analyzed. The introduction of transformational means in the
transformation of intra-quarter spaces and yards is shown. It is determined that such a
transformation consists in an individual approach to each individual part of the
historical center.
