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THE GENDER ORIENTED PROJECT MANAGEMENT OFFICE: PRINCIPLES OF MODELING

Abstract. The contemporary scientific researches on decision-making for organization of the project management office as
well as the practice of implementation of gender mainstreaming approach in the project management system are outlined. The
characteristics of gender sensitive project management organizational structure are represented, namely — the powers of to the
project manager, the responsibilities of gender officer, the project budget control, the involvement of active participants in the
project management. The position of «Gender Point» allocated among project stakeholders, and also it is determinate the boundary
of its competence. It is proposed the typology of Gender Responsible Project Management Office, G-PMO) based on P2M Guide
(Program and Project Management for Enterprise Innovation). The role based designation of models «G-PMO supporting», «G-
PMO control», «G-PMO line» is defined. The mathematical model for the choice of G-PMO role destination in the organizational
system of gender focused project and program management developed. It is presented the prospects for implementation G-PMO
on the examples of the state project management systems and programs where requested to identify «gender-sensitive structural
components" model G-PMO, such as «committee on gender issues», «sector with gender mainstreaming», «gender budgeting
department». The proposed concept of gender responsible project management office is capable of increasing manageability and
provides high quality indicators (gender sensitive values) projects and programs.
