ANNOTATION

Ding Y. The principles of using national traditions in modern Chinese
architecture (on the example of Shaanxi province). — Qualifying scientific work on
manuscript rights.

In the introduction, the post-graduating student outlined the relevance of
the research topic, defined the goal and task of the research, general scientific
research methods, outlined the object and subject of the research, the scientific
novelty of the obtained results, the theoretical and practical significance of the
work, provided the approval of the results and a list of publications on the research
topic.

It was noted that the involvement of China in the world trends of globalism,
despite its positive significance, also had negative consequences of the actual loss

of national features in architecture. This led to the fact that today the national
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forms in modern architecture were reduced to the level of design elements and
concentrated mainly in public buildings designed to attract tourists. That is why the
line announced by the Chinese government for the popularization and revival of
ancient Chinese traditions is very relevant against the background of the practical
disappearance of signs that express the national style.

In the first chapter, ""The state and problems of the study of the defining
features of traditional Chinese architecture", the author analyzed the existing
source base on the research topic, analyzed the reasons for the appeal to national
traditions in modern Chinese architecture and in particular in Shaanxi province,
outlined the defining features of traditional Chinese architecture and listed the
outstanding historical facilities of Shaanxi Province and its capital, Xi'an. Special
attention was paid to Chinese scientific sources devoted to various aspects of
traditional Chinese architecture. Sources devoted to restoration and monument
preservation activities were separately studied, taking into account the unique
number of historical monuments of national and world importance in the territory
of Shaanxi province and especially the city of Xi'an. Taking into account the
organic connection of traditional Chinese architecture with art, relevant artistic
sources were also developed.

It is noted that the spread of national motifs in modern Chinese architecture
corresponds to the Chinese government's policy of nurturing national traditions and
deepening the population's knowledge of Chinese culture, as well as the world's
interest in Chinese culture and architecture.

Despite the fact that outside China, the architectural traditions of historical
Chinese objects were perceived quite simplified and generalized, despite certain
common features in architecture, due to the community of religions and the
principles of feng shui, each region had its own specificity, which was primarily
due to natural and climatic conditions. Such a certain commonality includes the
dominance of symmetry both in the layout of plots and in buildings, the layout of
temple complexes and palace ensembles, where the central axis is the north-south

axis, along which several courtyards are located, and the main pavilions are located
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in the northern part of the courtyards or in their center and have the southern
orientation of the main facades.

As a characteristic difference of the temples and temple complexes of
northern China, the greater laconicism of architecture, greater simplicity and
restraint, the smaller size of the temples themselves and the presence of a platform
in front of the pavilions, the main facade of the pavilion has a southern orientation
and a colonnade, and the most specific features include the finishing of the ends of
the side walls of brickwork geometric, phytomorphic and zoomorphic carved
ornaments.

The number of historical objects of Shaanxi province and the type of objects
were characterized by the periods of the reign of different dynasties, based on
which it was concluded that the objects of the early periods were preserved
exclusively in the form of ruins and burials-tombs, therefore, they should be
compared with modern buildings in terms of the imitation of national forms it is
necessary to take mainly the temples of the three denominations of the pagoda and
the pavilions of later periods, since the palace buildings were preserved mainly in
the form of ruins.

The following were the criteria for selecting such monuments:

- these are unique objects entered into the monument protection register as
typical examples of Chinese architecture of a certain period;

- these are ground buildings that generally retain their original shape and are
not completely destroyed;

- these are objects that embodied in their architecture the characteristic
features of traditional Chinese architecture and have preserved most of these
features to this day.

As a result, 33 characteristic temple sites of Shaanxi Province were selected
for pattern imitation.

The systematization of the architectural characteristics of the outstanding
historical objects of Shaanxi province proved their direct dependence on three

religions - Buddhism, Confucianism and Taoism, which gradually formed a certain
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religious syncretism, as well as on the principles of Feng Shui. A specific feature
was the similarity in the layout, morphology of forms and decoration of the
temples of the three religions.

The study of the source base made it possible to argue that the existing
scientific studies did not consider the aspect of the conformity of national forms in
the modern architecture of Shaanxi province to historical samples, since the
researchers were primarily interested in the historical and architectural heritage of
China: gardens, temple and residential architecture, pavilions, structures, murals
and paintings, etc.

In the second chapter, '""Methodology and methods of research of the
defining features of traditional Chinese architecture', the list of general
scientific research methods chosen by the awardee is described, what results they
give, theoretical models of objects expressive of national identity are created and
the principle of their use is described. It also describes in detail the monument
protection activities for the preservation of monuments of world, national and local
historical and cultural heritage in Shaanxi province.

Since the research topic is multifaceted, ten general scientific methods were
selected to obtain conclusions, each of which is designed to solve a separate
problem. In particular, the following were used: the method of historical analysis,
the method of etymological analysis, the method of cultural analysis, the method of
ethnographic analysis, the method of art historical analysis, the method of
descriptions, the method of field surveys, the graph-analytical method, the method
of comparative analysis, the method of system-structural analysis.

First of all, the factors that influenced the formation of the architecture of
Shaanxi province during different periods were investigated (the method of
historical analysis, the method of cultural analysis, the method of ethnographic
analysis), the specific architectural and artistic terminology was used (the method
of etymological analysis), the aspect of the connection between architecture and
traditional art was investigated ( method of art analysis). The description method

was used to outline the list of historical objects of Shaanxi Province, which are
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considered to be expressive of national and regional features in architecture.

The grapho-analytical method was based on preliminary on-site surveys of
prominent objects. The methods of comparative analysis and system-structural
analysis, which made it possible to trace commonalities and differences between
historical and new objects at different hierarchical levels, became one of the basic
methods for solving the tasks of the thesis and formulating the principles of using
modernized forms in the modern architecture of Shaanxi province.

In order to argue the degree of reliability of citing historical motifs in the
modern architecture of Shaanxi province, the acquirer proposed theoretical models
that concentratedly express national features and are the apparatus for conducting
research.

The argument for limiting the comparison of the facades of modern and
historical buildings is that the planning and composition of historical and modern
buildings are fundamentally different, and the use of modernized national motifs in
modern conditions has the character of decoration.

The survey and analysis of historical objects in the territory of Shaanxi
province made it possible to systematize them according to the periods of the
reigns of different dynasties. In particular, the following number of objects by
period was indicated: nine remarkable objects - ruins of buildings and tombs from
the Zhou Dynasty, six remarkable objects - ruins and tombs from the Qin Dynasty,
eighteen remarkable objects - ruins and tombs, as well as examples of stone
carving from the Han Dynasty, one a notable object-a tower from the Sui dynasty,
eighteen notable objects of various functional purposes - towers, grottoes, ruins,
temples, tombs from the Tang dynasty, five notable objects from the Song dynasty,
five notable objects of the Yuan Dynasty, twenty-two notable objects — temples of
various denominations, towers, tombs, ruins, bridges of the Ming Dynasty, ten
notable objects — temples of various denominations, palaces, ruins, burials of the
Qing dynasty). It has been proven that objects from the early dynasties have been
preserved exclusively in the form of tombs and ruins, the largest number of objects

are from the times of the Tang, Ming, and Qing dynasties.
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Temples and temple complexes are the best preserved, so the main analysis
was carried out precisely on these objects. The main center of historical objects is
the former capital of several dynasties - the city of Xi'an.

In the third chapter ""Peculiarities of the traditional Chinese architecture
of Shaanxi province and the manifestation of national characteristics in
modern architecture' based on the analysis of the types of historical buildings in
the territory of Shaanxi province and their dating carried out in the previous
chapters, the most characteristic and massive buildings - personifications of
national identity - temples, pagodas are outlined and pavilions and the principles of
their compositional construction, the morphology of expressive forms of national
traditions in architecture (roofs, eaves, walls, openings), traditional decor and
polychromy were investigated in accordance with the created hierarchical models.

Obtaining such generalizations made it possible to conduct a comparative
analysis between historical and modern objects at different hierarchical levels -
from composition to individual elements and polychromy, and based on this to
determine the main principles of using historical forms in modern architecture.

It was proved that the type of multi-tiered pagoda in Shaanxi province was
characterized by conservatism and the main period of construction of pagodas was
from the 6th to the 13th centuries. Based on the analysis of the existing pagodas of
the Sui, Tang and Song periods, the most common and characteristic type has been
determined - it is an emphatically elongated structure, completed by a four-sloped
roof with a spire or a bathhouse with a spire, mainly with square plans of the lower
and upper tiers, with 7-8 tiers, height which is quite small, but sufficient for the
arrangement of semi-circular or rectangular window openings in the walls, and the
tiers prospectively decrease upwards both in terms of dimensions in plan and in
height. A typical pagoda of the Shaanxi province has an emphatically more
massive lower tier with a semicircular entrance and is practically devoid of
external decoration.

The analysis and systematization of the types of temple pavilions in Shaanxi

Province at different periods proved the dominance of two types of temple
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pavilions, modeled on Xingjiao Temple and Hu County Huayang Temple. Xinjiao
Temple became the model for eight temples in the main Ming period, and Huayang
Temple became the model for four temples in the main Qing period.

The similarity of temple pavilions and small architectural forms-pavilions is
emphasized. The four-part division of temple pavilions (roof, eaves, wall, plinth or
podium) with the ratio of facade width to height is distinguished as a characteristic
method: the width of the facade is less than one and a half height or equal to one
and a half height - 7 objects (the most common type), the width of the facade is
equal to two heights - 5 objects.

The study of the development of the type of temple pavilion from the Tang
to the Qing era proved that the spread of temple pavilions in the late Ming and
Qing periods took place against the background of the disappearance of the
traditions of building high multi-tiered pagodas laid down in the early periods,
there was a decrease in the variability of images and a certain eclecticism was felt.

Both in the case of pagodas and in the case of temple pavilions, we can talk
about a certain replication of the canonical image, including the division into
certain parts, the ratio of parts, the number of tiers, the width-length ratio, etc. This
proves that the type of pagoda and temple was much more conservative before
changes than small architectural forms-pavilions, where many different
modifications were formed.

Despite the widespread misconception of foreigners about a rather limited
list of iconic elements of Chinese architecture, in fact there was a variety of types
of pagodas and temples, historical buildings had different silhouettes, there were
many types of roofs, a variety of decor was observed, so even in the case when, say,
temples had based on a certain prototype, they differed in appearance.

Instead, in modern objects with modernized traditional elements, such
citation often turns into eclecticism, when traditional forms are combined with
modernist architecture or reproduce traditional forms in modern materials and
constructions.

On the basis of the conducted research, the application of the following
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principles of using national traditions in modern architecture in the modern
architecture of Shaanxi province was argued: the principle of standardization of
quoted historical forms and the principle of adaptation of historical forms.

The first principle consists in simplifying historical forms and bringing them
to a certain template, taking into account the implementation in modern materials
and structures.

The second principle consists in imposing national forms on objects of a
fundamentally different functional purpose compared to historical buildings.

The change of function affects the architectural and planning decision,
structural scheme, change of scale, so modern objects are large-scale with enlarged
organization and details embodied in modern materials, including decor. The
function of the modern object affects the degree of use of national symbols on the
facades: tourist objects (hotels, public catering establishments) use a greater
number of elements associated with China (for example, red lanterns), in hotels,
banks, medical institutions, universities and in offices these elements are used
more limited and restrained.
