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CLIP THINKING: BASIC CONCEPTS AND TERMS

The need for information at the present stage of development of social
relations can be equated with vital needs, that is, knowledge becomes the basis of a
person's life in a modern information society, without them it is impossible to
adequately interact with the environment — virtual and real (physical). Results of
the study «Ukrainian Generation Z: values and guidelines» (Fund. Friedrich Ebert
in Ukraine) show that the overall level of information dependence of society is
increasing, which is simultaneously associated with an excessive oversaturation of
content, as well as with the improvement of information and communication tools
and their availability. According to a 2015 survey of young people aged 14-35,
67% of Ukrainian youth were completely or rather satisfied with their education,
while 14% were dissatisfied. According to a 2017 study, 72% were already
satisfied and very satisfied with their education, but only 44% of young Ukrainians
remained satisfied with the quality of education in Ukraine as a whole, and only a
third believed that Ukrainian Education meets the needs of the modern labor
market. Since the educational process in the information society has been
«virtualized», the subjects of this process are forced to spend part of their time on

the Internet in order to establish effective communication. It is with the global
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informatization of society and the acceleration of the pace of information
exchange, which instills confidence in the student in the rapid solution of a
difficult task for him, that the brightness of the manifestation of his «clipiness» is
associated [1].

Clip thinking of modern applicants for professional education appeared as a
result of the development of the information society, in which young men and
women are required to be information active and participate in constant
information interaction. The internet, computer games, and television are
constantly affecting the younger generation. As a result, most young people
develop and develop clip thinking. According to G. Gich, clip thinking is a vector
in the development of human relations with information that did not arise
yesterday and will not disappear tomorrow [2].

Today, the scientific literature has accumulated sufficient experience in the
study of clip thinking of the individual in modern conditions of the information
society. But the scientific community does not yet have a single clear and balanced
position on the essence, positive and negative features of this concept, changes and
transformations in the human psyche that the modern media space causes.

In Europe and the United States, this phenomenon was noticed in the middle
of the last century. For the first time, the term «clip» thinking (English clip —
«segment») was used by the English futurologist E. Toffler. Describing the modern
culture of receiving any information, he emphasizes its fragmentation and
heterogeneity. It is these features of the presentation of the material that form
fragmentary and superficial knowledge. E. Toffler considers clip culture as a
component of the general information culture of the future, based on the endless
flickering of information segments and a comfortable mentality for people [3].

M. McLuhan in his book published in 1964, during the creation of third-
generation computers (1959-1971), he wrote that «society, being at the present
stage of development, is transformed into an «electronic society» or «global
village» and sets a multidimensional perception of the world with the help of

electronic means of communication. The development of electronic means of
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communication returns human thinking to the pre-text era, and the linear sequence
of signs ceases to be the basis of Culture [4].

Also, the French sociologist A. Molya in his work «Sociodynamics of
culture» (1967) noted the characteristic features of culture (called mosaic) in post-
industrial society [5].

James Martin, who predicted the advent of the Internet, divided people into
two types. The first type — «book person» - receives information from books, has
a» long-term thinking. The main distinguishing feature of such people is a large
amount of attention and the ability to analyze information. The second type —
«screen people» - are endowed with clip consciousness, they are radically different
from the first type. In addition, modern youth are mainly visual artists by the type
of information perception, since they see the world everywhere through the prism
of «pictures», video images, and this forms new requirements for the methodology
of providing information in the educational process [6].

Many modern researchers have turned to the study of the problem of clip
thinking, namely: F. Girenok, G. Gich, S. Dokuka, S. Zhukova, M. Litvinova, T.
Semenovskikh, S. Simakova, T. Udovitskaya, K. Frumkin and others.

There is no unambiguous definition of clip thinking, but if we generalize a
number of approaches on this issue, we can draw the following conclusion: «clip
thinking» is the process of displaying many different properties of objects, without
taking into account the connections between them, characterized by fragmentary
information flow, illogical, complete heterogeneity of incoming information, high
speed of switching between parts, fragments of information, lack of a complete
picture of perception of the surrounding world. Therefore, the term «clip thinking»
refers to the habit of perceiving information through a short, vivid, very expressive
image [7].

Such thinking is characterized by superficiality, imagery, intuitiveness, in
contrast to traditional conceptual thinking, which has a whole arsenal of mental
operations in its arsenal: analysis, synthesis, comparison, abstraction,
generalization, systematization and classification of information. Conceptual
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thinking includes cause — and — effect relationships, reasoning according to the
«thesis-justification-conclusion» plan. The more developed an educational
applicant's conceptual thinking is, the more successful they are, and the more
successfully they will cope with life's tasks. The modern student is moving from
conceptual thinking to clip thinking, as a person is affected by a large flow of
information, and it is more interesting for him to View 10 images with text in one
sentence than to read 10 full texts.

According to scientists, clip thinking is not inherent in a person from birth. It
Is purchased depending on the method of consumption and analysis of incoming
information. A specific feature of modern society is the transmission of
information using a moving image, which is accompanied by sound.

So, the essence of clip thinking is that it can quickly switch between
disparate semantic fragments. The reasons for the appearance of clip thinking are:
an increase in the information received, an increase in information speed, a variety
and availability of information, and an increase in multitasking.
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
