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In a period of social processes of globalization
on culture building and architecture of the
XXI century Soviet Modernism (1950 - 1990)
is considered by modern researchers as a
unique phenomenon in the history of world
architecture, which requires in-depth analysis
and identify ways to safeguard and valorization
of architectural structures and ensembles
of the period. VIl Congress of the Union of
Architects of the USSRin June 1987 was the last
in the history of Soviet architecture. This event
led to the fact that talented representatives of
the Soviet architectural elites who implement
projects to life grand architectural character of
the mighty empire were neglected and most
of them left their homeland, emigrated to
other countries.

Architectural character of this period also
experienced a difficult and sometimes even
tragic period of its existence. After relentless
criticism of Khrushchev, expressed in 1954
by the Decree «On elimination of excesses in
the design and construction of the « era of
purely rational construction of facilities that
would meet the massive demand primarily
for housing (it is the famous « Khrushchev «).
